1. Remove spout by rotating counterclockwise. Note 
the number of turns required for the spout to be fully 
disengaged. 

2. Make sure o-ring is still in place inside spout.  
Inspect and clean any debris from all threads. 

3. Apply a small amount of adhesive that will not attack 
ABS plastic, to the new tub spout threads.  Reinstall 
with the same number of turns as for removal. Be 
careful to not cross thread. The spout must freely 
rotate for the first few threads. Do not over tighten 

4. Turn faucet on and check for leaks 
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
